Who We Are 
 

The Community Alliance Against Family Abuse (CAAFA) is a non-profit agency that has been 

committed to creating communities free of domestic abuse since 1998.  CAAFA’s mission is to 

empower individuals, families, and communities affected by domestic abuse.  CAAFA is the only 

organization providing services for people affected by domestic abuse in Northern Pinal and 

Eastern Maricopa Counties.   

CAAFA’s overriding objective is to empower women to lead violence free, self-sufficient lives 

and to foster emotional well being using a strengths-based advocacy and a culturally sensitive, 

therapeutic intervention approach. The clients we serve are an ethnically diverse mix of women 

and children affected by domestic abuse that come from a wide variety of backgrounds. 

Domestic abuse is an important issue facing our community today.  Nationally, one in three 
women will become a victim of abuse in her lifetime and domestic abuse is the leading cause of 
injury for women ages 15-44.  Domestic abuse has devastating effects on victims.  CAAFA 
believes that a comprehensive response to domestic abuse through education, empowerment 
advocacy, appropriate interventions, and community collaboration is necessary to bring an end 
to domestic abuse. 
 
CAAFA addresses domestic abuse using three innovative approaches – prevention, intervention, 

and community collaboration. 

Prevention: 

To meet the goal of ensuring our community has an understanding of the dramatic effects 

domestic abuse has on children, CAAFA has implemented its Youth Violence Prevention 

Program.  Components of the program include abuse prevention training, 

parent/school/community presentations, educational classroom presentations, psycho- 
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educational groups, bullying prevention workshops, youth healthy relationship programs, and 

therapeutic arts-based activity programs. 

Intervention: 

Direct services offered to individuals and families affected by domestic abuse include a toll free 

crisis line, free counseling, domestic abuse support groups, shelter services in our 16 bed safe 

home, advocacy, case management, legal advocacy, children’s services, and domestic abuse 

education. 

Community Collaboration: 

CAAFA has developed the CAAFA Safe Home Network, a network of over 125 community 

partners that actively work together to address domestic abuse in our rural community.  

Partners represent 16 community entities including law enforcement, behavioral health 

providers, social service agencies, educators, business owners, media groups, domestic abuse 

survivors, and others.

Financial Position 
 

CAAFA’s overall financial position for 2010 remains strong.  With no debt, our fund balance 

exceeds two months reserves for operation.  Also our ability to pay our current obligations from 

current assets is high with more than five times the requirement.  We met our goal of a balance 

budget for the year which was quite an accomplishment given the cutbacks in our contracts 

throughout the year.  This was due to cutting our expenses, developing new relationships for 

donated items to increase in-kind contributions, and aggressive outreach to encourage more 

giving from citizens and support groups in the community.  We believe that we are still going to 

endure more cutbacks in our contracts and the economy will be slow in turning around until 

2012.  We are planning on another year of a balanced budget.  We are hopeful that with 

continued emphasis on outreach for new partnerships and name recognition that contributions 

will continue to rise.  We will also be applying for new grants and contracts in an effort to 

maintain our current programs and the increased requests for services.
